~ike last night, the '65 Twins jumped out to a first-inning

— lead, scoring four runs. Jimmie Hall knocked in two of
those runs with a mammoth homer to the Metrodome's second
deck in right field. That signaled the end for '87 starter
Bert Blyleven who lasted just two-thirds of an inning. He
was replaced with two outs in the first by knuckleballer Joe
Niekro who quickly doused the flames. He pitched five
strong innings, giving up just four hits while walking none
and striking out six to record the victory.

Some thought Niekro's stuff was too good. '65 Twins third
base coach Billy Martin and Niekro got into a shouting match
in the fourth inning when Martin demanded that the home
plate umpire check Niekro for scuffing the baseball with a
hidden object. Niekro, however, remained in the game and
continued to stymie the 65 hitters.

'65 starter Jim "Mudcat" Grant was coasting with his four-
run lead until the fifth inning when Greg Gagne led off with
a solid single for the '87 team, and then scored on Tim
Launder's home run. The '87 club added another run when
Puckett doubled home Al Newman, who had also doubled.

The '87 club continued the assault in the sixth inning with
four more runs, two of which came on a Tom Brunansky home
~ run. '87 completed the scoring in the seventh when pinch-
— hitter Don Baylor doubled home Gary Gaetti. 1In all, the '87
club rocked Grant, Jim Merritt and Al Worthington for 16
hits.

Pascual in tomorrow night's Game 3 at Metropolitan Stadium.
Pascual was hurt much of the season but still managed a 9-3
record. The '87 club will counter with Les Straker, who was
up and down for much of the 1987 season, posting an 8-10
mark.

Vice President Hubert Humphrey will throw out the first
pitch and Vic Damone is flying in to sing the national
anthem. Of course, a victory is necessary for the 1965 team
if it hopes to force a fourth game of the Dream Series.
