a meteoric career in radio. Hver
gince he was “knee-high-to-a-grass-
hopper” he has manifested consider-
able interest in broadecasting., In
the early days of radio he was li-
censed telegrapher and owned and
operated a short-wave wireless

transmitter and receiving set. Start-
ing in the engineering phase of ra-
dio he soon became prominently
jidentified with the announcing field.

Before recently rejoining the staff
of WRHM to accept his new duties,
Ted was identified with KHM and
KGB in the capacity of announcer
and operator, gserved as production
manager for the old WRHM station,
was operator of WAAH, gerved as
chief announcer for KWK, and was
prominently connected with the pro-
duction and announcing departments
of the NBC studios in Chicago.

Ted has grey eyes, sandy hair, and
of medium build. He is 26 years
old and has gleaned an education
from several schools in various sec-
tions of the country.
prominent Chicago columnist, speaks
of Ted as follows:

“Perhaps the reason Ted is so hu-
man is because he has always been
in radio from his short pants days

down to his nightly ‘tux’.
Recalling some of the interesting
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Yank Taylor

and ‘“trying” experiences he has had
during his career in radio, Ted de-
clared: “Talking extemporaneously
for fifteen minutes during the broad-
cast of the Conference of Major In-
dustries over a nation-wide hookup
of the National Broadcasting System
while speakers on the program were
posing for newspaper photographers
was one of the most trying experi-
ences I have had in radio.”

In the emergency he capably filled
in the time with an impromptu talk
on the modern art of flaghlight pho-
tography and descriptions of the
gathering. “Every time I paused to
take a breath it seemed like I was
guiet for ten minutes,” Ted declared.

On one occasion Ted found him-
gelf confronted with the task of ex-
temporaneously announcing and ar-
ranging a one-hour program which
was broadcast over the National NBC
hookup prior to the broadcast of an
important foothall game. He re-
ceived a letter potifying him that
Harry Cogan and his orchestra, the
popular Yeast Foamers, and him-
self were secheduled to present a one
hour’s sustained program prior to
the broadcast of a foothall game on
the following afternoon, late. on the
afternoon of the day Dbefore the
scheduled broadcast. Copies of this
letter had been gent to all parties
concerned with the program, but at
noon on the day of the broadecast
which was scheduled for one o’clock,
no continuity had reached Ted’s of-
fice.

Frantically he rushed to the con-
tinuity department only to find that
no material or information regard-
ing the program had been placed in
their possession. Ted hurried back
to the studios where he met Harry
Cogan, director of the orchestra, and
was told the names of the first eight
gelections to be presented
program.

This was only the beginning of
his troubles, however, for only three
members of the orchestra had ar-
rived in the studio on time. Pray-
ing and hoping that enough of the
players would arrive and take their
places in the studio before he had
concluded the opening annpouncement
of the program Ted stepped to the
¢“mike.” His opening announcement
was as extended and drawn out as an
ordinary telephone conversation be-
tween two town gossips.

A cold sweat clinging to hig brow,
Ted talked on and on, calling the
listeners’ attention to the football
game which.was to be broadcast one

on the

hour later, commenting on the
weather, ete., until five members of
the orchestra had taken their places
and were prepared to play.

One by one the remaining mem-
bers of the orchestra drifted into the
studio until all except the drummer
were present. At the conclusion of
the first eight selections Ted rushed
over to one of the players and asked
him the name of the next selection
to be played. Just before the com-
pletion of each ensuing selection he
had to repeat this routine. each time
making his announcements impromp-
tu. If this program had
cast over a single station this sor’
of an experience would not hay
proved quite as harrassing but over
a network of 52 stations it proved to.~

A - Ted was born Edward Britt Hus-
i ing twenty-nine years ago in a town
just nicely inside the border, at Dem-
ing, N. M., but moved with his fam-
ily to Gloversville, N. Y., where the
BErie Canal, and its banks, supplied
the background for Ted’s early ath-
letic activity. He threw himself, as
he does now, into the thick of every-
thing, and was the natural leader of
his own gang of kids.

Because the need for new .ideas is
80 acute and because despair has
been expressed so many times con-
cerning the creative vitality of our
day, it is particularly execiting to
discover that there is a young man
who has an extraordinary store both
of new ideas and of creating vitality.
He is Rome Gutsche; and Tuesday

evening, April 28, he will present his’

Evolution Symphonia at the Unity
Parish House in St. Paul.

It is this young man’s principle
that new affiliations between poetry
and music should be found. The re-
lation which he
himself has dis-
covered is a sort
0of dem ocratic
one in which the
elements are in-
dependent, but
complementa r y.
In order that
neither words
nor music shall
become subordi-
nate in this un-
ion they are not
‘woven intricate-
ly together as in
opera. The poem
is read first;
and when it has

Romeo Gutsche
expressed all that words, which are

of necessity concrete and explicit,
can communicate of the essential
emotion, the music takes up the
theme and develops its abstract pos-
sibilities.

The three phases of the develop-
ment are concerned with the initial
struggle of man to emerge out of
barbarism; the middle period of
growth with its mingled elements
of fulfillment and failure; and final-
ly the expression of a pet’s home for
the future. In order to dramatize
the ideas which are verbally express-
ed in a familiar setting with fa-
miliar symbolic figures, Mr. Gutsche
has given these names to the three
divisions: “Romulus,” “Nero’s Di-
lemma,” and ‘“Ecce Homo.”

Rome is, of course, the setting. In
the background of the first section
is the figure of the builder of Rome,
the man who created a world out
of a wilderness. The image is used
merely to fix the attention and is
not developed with any literal-mind-
ed exactness. Dominating the sec-
ond part is the dramatic figure of
the Mad Emporer, representative of
a culture which developed far and
then toppled itself into ruin.

That man is George Watson, pos-
sessing one of the most pleasant
voices in radio, and a real fellow who
gets such a kick out of radio that
he spends most of his time at the
studios of KSTP whether he is work-
ing or not.

Mr. Watson is a tall, handsome
fellow who is rated as one of the
most versatile individuals at KSTP,
from the information I gathered
while interviewing him. It was back

in 1921 that he was first seized with

the wanderlust spirit and put on his
hiking shoes, put an extra gallon of
gas in his old flvver, patched the ex-
tra tire, and began traveling—where
—it didn’t make any difference. He
was going out. to seek his opportu-
nity in the great outside world. As
far as he was concerned, the Twin
Cities and the Northwest had little
fortune for him.

He traveled all over the Middle
West as a traveling salesman, and
then went South, making city after
city, selling here and selling there.
From the South he traveled north-
ward along the eastern part of the
United States and went into Canada,
trekking along and enjoying life.

‘While on his journeys, he took his
first fing at aviation and became a
staunch booster for flying, stopping
at all the larger cities on his route
and taking every “hop” he could at
each airport. After considerable time
in the air he became a pilot with
a limited license. He decided to re-

turn home for a vacation, and while.

looking over the Twin Cities, he
found that a mnew radio station,
KSTP, had been established.

Mr. Watson decided to take a hand
at announcing, and after a tryout,
was immediately engaged. He found
that of all his fascinating avocations
including aviation ,traveling and sell-
ing, that radio had them all beat. He
put his whole heart into the work
and his interest grew from day to
day. He told me that the first few
months brought nothing but discour-
aging results, but that things soon
looked better and that he now feels
that a man ‘“‘can make good in his
own home town.”

Mr. Watson feels that the edueca-
tional value of radio is one of the
greatest things about it. His pet
program, as he told me, is the St.
Paul Paramount theater broadecast
each Monday at 11:30, when Leonard
Leigh sits at the Wurlitzer and plays
for late-hour radio fans. Both Mr.
Watson and Mr. Leigh spend a great
deal of time on this program in an-
swering the requests of listeners and
endeavoring to broadcast something
new and novel

her red hair, told them to keep their
old passage, and marched over to the
establishment of M. Charlot, a mu-
sical comedy impressario, whose gift
to America, a few years before, had
been that famous pair of come-
diennes, Gertrude Lawrence and Bea-
trice Lillie.

Charlot knew a good thing when
he saw it and Mary became a princi-
pal in his 1929 London Revue. It
brought her immediate recognition
and an after-theater job in London’s
smartest supper rendevous, the Club
Splendide. All in all it was a sue-
cessful season, and Mary found her-
self in demand when she came back
to New York.

But again bad luck, unaccountably
silly bad luck, dogged her footsteps.
The first thing she got into was a
promising Broadway musical that
opened up in Boston. A couple of
days before opening night it seemed
that only the first act had been writ-
ten and the rest of the show was a
miserable hodge-podge. It arrived in
New York on schedule but lasted
only a few weeks.

Her next job was a leading role
in the Chicago production of ‘“‘Sweet
Adeline.”” The star fell ill and with-
drew from the cast and the show
never went on the boards.

Mary returned to New York, and
once again Charlot, this time by in-
direction, kept her career alive.
Jack Buchanan, who Charlot first in-
troduced to Broadway along with
Gertrude Lawrence and Beatrice Lil-
lie, was looking for a partner to
share the spotlight with him at New
York’s Cazanova Club. Mary got the
job.

Her career progressed more
smoothly from then on, and Para-
mount called her for talkie shorts
with Charles Ruggles. That was a
natural step to radio, for Paramount
immediately made use of her talents
for its weekly Paramount on Parade
program over Columbia. Radio ex-
ecutives heard her just once and
signed her up. She has been on a
number of programs as a guest art-
ist, and now is featured in a special
period that is simply, but impres-
sively, listed as “Mary Charles.”

Mary was born in Philadelphia in
1907. She is a graduate of the Finch
School in New York, loves the the-
ater, hates meeting people, likes spa-
ghetti, English clothes and fast au-
tomobiles, and has a quick temper.

She sings popular and character
songs, and has a natlural flare for
dialects. She is particularly adept at
impersonations of Irene Bordoni,
Libby Holman, Helen Morgan and
other stage personalities.
