Two Outstahding ““Scoops’’ Are
Scored by KSTP News Service

Through its general news broad-
casting facilities, station KSTP was
first in presenting the two outstand-
ing news events of October to the
Northwest public.

The first was the accurate outline
of President Hoover’s plan for pull-
ing the nation out of economic de-
pression, contained in an exclusive
radio news dispatch by David Law-
rence, KSTP's Washington corres-
pondent, on October 5th.

The second was news of the
death of Thomas A. Edison, broad-
cast Sunday, October 18, shortly
after the great inventor succumbed
to the inroads of a complication of
diseases.

Lawrence’s Dispatches Exclusive

These two news events were in
some respects the most important of
the year. David Lawrence in his

daily Washington dispatches, broad-
cast exclusively by KSTP in Minne-
sota and surrounding territory at 6
P. M. daily, had been consistently
leading other news services in de-
tailing the important events taking
place in Washington.

In his dispatch broadcast Octo-
ber 5th, Mr. L.awrence revealed *‘in-
side”’ happenings which rival cor-
respondents picked up hours after
the news had sped over the leased
wires linking KSTP with Washing-
ton,

News Presented First

By the speed with which it pre-
sented important news happenings
first in its territory, KSTP confirmed
the belief of news authorities that
radio is continually expanding as a
medium that provides public serv-
ice in many diversified lines.

Secret is Sincerity

Perhaps the real secret of the
phenomenal success of this pro-
gram is that it voices the sincere be-
liefs and heart felt sentiments of a
very young, a very idealistic and
very earnest young chap named
Phillips H. Lord.

Lord could not make up his mind
to enter the ministry when he gra-
duated from Bowdoin College,
Brunswick, Maine, in 1925.

““Good Old Days of Broadcasting
Merely A Myth’ - - Corinne Jordan

Editor’'s Note: Corinne Jordan,
program director of KSTP, is a vet-
eran in national radio circles, start-
ing her career in Chicago when radio
was still a novelty. In the following
article, Miss Jordan, reminisces a
bit and gives her reason why the
“Good OIld Days” of broadcasting
were fine in themselves, but that ra-
dio listeners have gained in the
steady progress of this eleven year
old industry.

Very often you will hear people
remark, “Oh, if we could just bring
back the good old days."”

Now this might apply to many
things, but I don't believe radio is
one of them. I'm not admitting a
thing about my age, but I can re-
member way back when a common
ailment of the listener was paralyzed
ear.

I think you can all remember
those old ear phones, and how they
would be passed from one member
of the family to another. Perhaps
you were the un-
fortunate one,
and by the time
they reached
you, some pro-
fessor was giv-
ing a lengthy ar-
gument on why
Armenians
should or should
not be given
something which
they wanted, or
some argument
equally as unin-
teresting.

Then, those of
us who had any-
thing to do with
program production, can remember
the haphazard fashion in which pro-
grams were prepared. In fact, there
really wasn't such a thing as a pre-
pared program in the early days.

You scheduled Mr. So-and-So for
a half hour, but you were never cer-
tain he would be there for the
broadcast. You see, he wasn’t be-
ing paid for his services, so if some-
thing more important interested
him, his half hour was forgotten.
Forgotten by him, I mean. Then
was the time when it was necessary
for one of the members of the
“staff” (there usually were three—
the operator, the announcer, and
cne entertainer who could sing, play
piano, and go into a dance, if need
be), to hurriedly grab some music

and fill the half hour.
Three Man Staff

I'm even giving some of the sta-
tions the benefit of the doubt, when
I say the staff consisted of three
members. Oh, those times, when
you felt that you were operating a
one-man, (or one-woman) station!
You would set the equipment, make
your announcement, and then sing
a song or play piano, all by your-
self, and it was just too bad if the
telephone rang in the middle of the
act!

Yes, those were the good old
days, and we had lots of fun, but
who wants them back? Today you
will find millions of dollars being
spent every year for the talent
which you listen to on radio pro-
grams, and thousands of people
have been given positions in the
production departments. They write
continuities, arrange music, direct
orchestras,—they do the thousand

Dallas Gets 19,500
NBC Music Books

Dallas, Texas, Oct. 24.—A
total of 19,500 NBC Music
Appreciation Hour student
note books, the largest single
city request yet received by
NBC, has been filled for every
student in the Dallas, Texas,
grade and junior high schools,
according to Ernest La Prade,
assistant to Walter Damrosch,
conductor of the series which
is presented at |0 A. M. each
Friday.

and one things necessary for finished
broadcasts.

Little money was spent for talent
in the pioneer days of radio, and the
result was that the artists were quite
mediocre in the majority of cases,
and sometimes were just plain bad.
There were no try-outs necessary,
—the try-outs came when you went
on the air with your program, and
you don’t have to be eighty-seven
years old to remember just how
bad some of them were.

Now Have Auditions

Now, | believe, without excep-
tion, that every station in the coun-
try has audition periods, when the
studios are turned over to aspiring
artists, to be judged as possible ra-
dio talent. Anybody who wishes
is given the opportunity to try out
for radio, and many times excep-
tional talent is found in these audi-
tions.

We are not perfect yet by a long
ways, but you will have to admit,
with me, that we have made tre-
mendous strides in the right direc-
tion, and that as far as radio is

concerned, we do not want to bring
back the *‘good old days.”

Rogers, the' Fire Chief, is now in
the midst of his series of National
Farm and Home Hour weekly pro-
grams featuring playlets on farm
fire prevention, enacted by “Smo-
ky,” himself, in co-operation with
NBC stars.

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Radio and Education

Ever since the birth of broadcasting there has been much
discussion about the part that radio should play in education.
Individual stations and the networks have conducted many ex-
perimental programs but they have had to steer their course
through an uncharted sea and they have had to be doubly care-
ful to avoid the danger of permitting propaganda to parade in
the name of education. Many self-constituted groups have
sought to obtain the use of broadcasting facilities for purposes
which when analyzed proved to have been inspired by selfish
motives and sometimes the unwary have fallen.

Perhaps the most notable national example of a truly edu-
cational series in the past has been the NBC Music Appreciation
Hour, under the direction of Walter Damrosch, heard from this
station between 10 and 11 A. M. Fridays.

The question of how great a part radio is to play in edu-
cation still remains to be answered, but the current season brings
an outstanding contribution in the new series of NBC broad-
casts on economics and psychology. This cer’es, directed by
the National Advisory Council on Radio in Education, brings to
the audience each week (7:30 to 8 P. M. Saturdays over KSTP)
the messages of national authorities.

John W. Elwood, vice president of the National Broadcast-
ing Company, summarizes the aims of the NBC as follows:

“We intend to render every possible aid to the Council
to the end that they may determine through experimentation
over an adequate period of time, whether radio in education is
a myth or a reality, and if a reality, how much of a reality it is.”

KSTP FIRST TO PRODUCE OWN POWER

New S TP Transmiiter at kadio

Center is Valqed at $300,000

KSTP’s new super-power trans-
mitter, so constructed that with the
insertion of additional tubes, will be
capable of producing an output of
50,000 watts power, represents the
latest achievement in radio engineer-
ing. It is located at Radio Center,
some |3 miles south of St. Paul.

Constructed by the Western Ra-
dio Engineering Company of St.
Paul, the new equipment is valued
at $300,000 and marks the first ra-
dio station to generate its own pow-
er.

The new Diesel engine makes the
KSTP transmitter entirely independ-
ent of all power lines and of the ele-
ments. With the new equipment,
KSTP now  generates its own pro-
grams to listeners, starting with the
generating of power by the Diesel
engine to the time the program is
sent out on the ether waves.

The new transmitter is one hund-

red per cent modulated, crystal
controlled, and was built after com-
prehensive research and extensive
laboratory tests by the Western Ra-
dio Engineering Company.

The crystal control equipment
maintains the frequency with less
than a two cycle deviation, a de-
gree of precision attained by few
stations in the United States.
